DIRECTOR'S REPORT TO THE SHAREHOLDERS

The Directors of Security Investment Bank Limited are pleased to present the 14th annua report of your
Bank for the year ended December 31, 2005.

ECONOMIC OUTLOOK

Pakistan’s economic growth has accelerated to more than 6 percent over the last few years with real GDP
rising to 8.4 percent. This growth is broad based with all major sectors performing well and this momentum
can be seen in the local bourses where strong corporate performances have enabled the KSE - 100 Index to
break all previous records. The impressive growth momentum has caught attention of the International
World, where the total foreign investment for the first half of fiscal year 2005-06 was US$ 1.462 hillion,
showing arise of 190% over the same period last year. High ail prices and the enormous cost of rebuilding
and rehabilitation of earthquake victims reasons to high inflation figure which has resulted in tight monetary
control and increased lending rates. Most business environment indicatorsin Pakistan are consistent. Financia
sector indicators are comparable to or better than the benchmark standards, but further improvements
would stimulate private sector investment. External performanceisgenerally good, though the current account
surplus has eroded as growth has accelerated. The ratio of trade to GDP is low, and exports are
disproportionately concentrated in cotton, clothing and textiles. FDI inflows are low; FDI is needed to help
upgrade manufacturing and Infrastructure. Infrastructure indicators are average for low-income, but need
substantial improvement if transformational development is to be sustained. Specia focus is needed on
roads and electricity.

OPERATIONAL PERFORMANCE

During the year 2005, SIBL maintained its revenue growth by making Rs. 91.845 million operating profit, an
increase of around 10% over the profit earned during the year 2004. Considering the fact that the tight
monetary policy stance of the Central Bank continued during the whole year 2005 in order to curb the rising
inflationary pressure, which resulted in 87% increase in cost of deposits and borrowings from the last
financial year. The stock market crises which started in March 2005 was stretched over major portion of the
above financial year. Despite these factors due to the collective efforts of the management under the
supervision of the board we managed to earn gross income of Rs. 189.282 million as compared to
Rs. 150.479 million for the year 2004, thereby showing an increase of around 25%. Major sources contributing
towards this profitability were income on financing and placements which covered more than 50% of the
income earned.

4 SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

41 Changein AccountingPolicy

Consequent to the substitution of the fourth schedule of the Companies Ordinance, 1984 made by
Securitiesand Exchange Commission of Pakistan. SIBL haschangeditsaccounting policy pertaining
to recognition of dividends declared subsequent to the year end. As per new policy these are not
recognized in the financial statements as liability if declared after year end. Previously, dividends
declared subsequent to year end was treated as adjusting event and recognized in the financial
statementsasliability. Thechangeinaccounting policy hasbeen appliedretrospectively, inaccordance
withthebenchmark treatment specifiedinl AS8 (Net Profit or Lossfor thePeriod, Fundamental Errors
and Changesin Accounting policies).

During the current year, the company has a so changed its accounting policy in respect of valuation
of investmentsclassified asheldtomaturity. According tothenew policy, theseinvestmentsarecarried
at amortized cost. Previoudly, theseinvestmentsweremarked to market asper therequirementsof SBP's
BSD Circular No. 20 dated August 04, 2000 and therel ated surplus/ deficit wasshowninthe balance
sheet bel ow equity. Thischangehasbeen madeto comply withtherequirementslaidddownintheSBP's
BSD Circular No. 14 dated September 24, 2004. Thechangeinaccounting policy did not haveany impact
ontheprofit andlossaccount for the current and the prior periods. Had the accounting policy not been
changed, thedeficit on revaluation of investmentsas at December 31, 2005 would have been reduced
by Rs. 21,999,578/ net of f deferred tax.

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Changein Accounting Estimates

During the current year, the company has changed its accounting estimate for charging depreciation
on fixed assets. Previoudly full year depreciation was being charged in the year of addition and no
depreciation wasbeing charged intheyear of disposal. Fromthe current year full month depreciation
ischargedinthemonth of additionwhileno depreciationischargedinthemonth of disposal. Had this
change in accounting estimate not been made the depreciation charge for the year would have been
higher by Rs. 929,044/-.

Provisionsaremadefor permanent diminutioninval ueof such assets,
if any.

Deferred Cost

Deferred cost comprising formation and preliminary expenses, sharesissue expenses, pre-operating
expenses and office renovation expenses are amortized over aperiod of five years.

Invesments

The management of SIBL determinesthe appropriate classification of itsinvestments at the time of
purchase and classifiestheseinvestmentsas held-for-trading, held-to-maturity or available-for-sale.

Held-for-maturity

Investment with fixed maturity where management hasboth theintent and ability to hold to maturity,
areclassified asheld-to-maturity.

Available-for-sale

Investmentsintended to be held for anindefinite period of timewhich may besoldin responseto need
for liquidity or changesininterest rates, exchangeratesor equity pricesareclassified asavailable-for-
sale.
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Held-for-trading

Investments which are acquired principally for the purpose of generating profit from short term
fluctuationsin priceor dealer'smargin are classified asheld-for-trading.

InaccordancewiththeBSD Circular No. 10of 2004 dated 13th July 2004 issued by StateBank of Pakistan,
asclarified and amended videCirculars 11 and 14 of 2004, the Company reclassifieditsinvestmentin
Government Securitiesfrom availabefor saleto held to maturity and deficit onrevaluationrelating to
theseinvestmentsamounting to Rs. 15,349,237/ net off deferred tax, asat the date of reclassification,
was reversed.

All Investments areinitially recorded at cost, being thefair value of the consideration given.

Subsequent to initial recognition, investments availablefor sale and investmentsheld for trading for
whichactivemarket exists, aremeasured at market val ue, in accordancewith theguidelinescontained
inthe above referred circularsissued by State Bank of Pakistan, using rates quoted on reuters, stock
exchange quotation and brokers quotations. Any difference between the carrying value and the
revalued amount is taken to surplus/(deficit) on revaluation of investments account and shown
separately in the balance sheet bel ow shareholders' equity, until realised on disposal. At the time of
disposal the respective surplus or deficit istransferred to income currently.

Invstments held till maturity are stated at amortized cost using the effectiveinterest rate method less
impairment, if any. The amortization for the year has been charged to the profit and loss account.

Securitiesunder repurchase/ resaleagr eement

Transactions of repurchase/ resal e of government securities, term finance certificatesand sharesare
entered into at contracted ratesfor specified period of time.

Securitiessoldwithasimultaneouscommitment to repurchaseat aspecified futuredate (repos) continue
to be recognized in the balance sheet and are measured in accordance with accounting policies for
investments. Amountsreceived under these agreementsareincludedin borrowingsfrominstitutions.
The difference between sale and repurchase price is amortized as expense over the life of the repo
agreement.

Securitiespurchasedwithacorresponding commitment toresel| at aspecified futuredate (reverserepo)
are not recognized in the balance sheet. Amounts paid under these obligations are included in
placements. Thedifferencebetween purchaseand resale priceisaccrued asincomeover thelifeof the
reverse repo agreement.

Trade and Settlement date accounting

All"regular way" purchasesand salesof financial assetsarerecognized onthesettlement date, i.e. the
date on which the asset isdelivered to or by SIBL. Regular way purchases or sales of financial assets
arethose, thecontract for which requiresdelivery of assetswithinthetimeframegenerally established
by regulation or convention in the market place.
